· Math - 

Two extended response math problems. A complete answer will include students using words, pictures and numbers to explain themselves. Please help us focus on using math vocabulary and developing complete thoughts in your child’s answers.  Strategies to help with this assignment can include underlining math words and having your child explain their answer to you to see if it makes sense. We’ll send home a sample of the quality of work we’re looking for. 

· Reading log 

Students need to read for two hours a week, record the time they’ve read and explain their thoughts while answering several prompts. It will be labeled Monday – Friday but can be completed on the weekend. 

· General skill review/practice -

Will include skills practiced in class. 
· Spelling and fluency homework –

Will start during the next few weeks, most likely the first week in September.
